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said meeting memo in respect of inspection conducted by the NABARD
was read over. The sanction was given to the said subject in the said
meeting. On 11/3/2002 the meeting of the Directors was held. In the
said meeting I myself, General Manager B.N. Thorat, representatives of
the staff were present. Now I say in the meeting of 11/3/2002 sanction
was given to the resolution passed in meeting held on 8/2/2002. In the
said meeting casual discussion was taken place regarding investment of
30 crores rupees of Nagpur District Central Co-operative Bank in the
Securities. General Manager used to prepare the minutes of each
meeting. In the proceeding book General Manager and Chairman used
to put their signatures. Proceeding book of meeting dated 8/ 2/2002 now
shown to me, in which no discussion was taken place except subject No.
1. The proceeding dated 8/ 2/2002 and 11/3/2002 are written by Chief
Officer More in the Proceeding Book. If any bank required to purchase
the securities then as per the RBI direction it is to be purchased from
AGL account. It is required to take the permission of Co-operative
Commissioner before purchasing the securities.

I have not make any suggestion in the meeting stating that
the securities are required to be purchase from AGL account. It is not
true to say that I used to remain present in the meeting just to bring the
legal position to the notice of the Directors. I had not brought to the
notice of the Directors that the permission of the Commissioner of Co-
operative society is necessary. It is true to say that I have not stated to
the police that bank required to purchase the securities from AGL
account. It is true to say that the meeting which was held by the
Directors has no connection with the Shri. Malvade. 1 don't_know
whether Shri. Malvade “had gone to Mumbai. 1 know about the

securities. 1 know that the permission of the Commissioner of co-

I don't know whether
other subject which are not on Agenda can also be discussed in the
meeting with prior permission of the directors. It is true to say that the
minutes of the last meeting is sanctioned in the next meeting. It is true
to say that Chairman and General Manager used to sign in the
proceeding book of the meeting of the Director. It is true to say that the
signature of Directors and other office bearers who were present are
taken on the separate register. We were not taking any decisions of our
department and therefore not brought to the notice of the directors in
the meeting. I don't know whether the decision taken by administrative
wing is brought to the notice of directors in the meeting. It is true to say
that the agenda of the meeting is given to all the Directors, Chief Officer
of the division and Deputy General Manager.

I don't know
whether the reminders were sent to the Home Trade regarding

purchase of the securities. It is true tg say that the O.D.C.C. Bank has

Accordingly as per authority given to Mr. L.M. Pawar he completed
the audit and contended that the Nagpur D.C.C. Bank on 31/01/2002
transferred the amount of Rs. 30/~ Crores in account of Osmanabad
D.C.C. Bank which was at Maharashtra State Co-operative Bank at
Mumbeai. It is further alleged that as per the then Chairman of
Osmanabad D.C.C.Bank the amount of Rs.29,99,34,591-00 Ps was
transferred and credited to-the account of Home Trade Company
Washi-Mumbai for purchase of Government securities through broker
on 1/02/2002 and it is further alleged that as Chairman of D.C.C.Bank
Osmanabad has not produced the receipt of purchase of Government
Securities and thereby alleged that Chairman of Osmanabad D.C.C.
Bank misapproprié‘ted the amount of Rs. 29,99,34,591/- and caused
loss of Bank and thereby cheated the Bank. After receipt of this
complaint the police authorities of Police Station Osmanabad (City)
registered the Crime No.128/2002 against the Chairman of the
Osmanabad District Central Co-operative Bank Osmanabad and thus
started the investigation.

2. That, after investigation and while filing the charge sheet it is
alleged by the prosecution that the accused No.1 to 10 gave a pre-
planed cheating plan to cheat the D.C.C.Bank. It is further alleged the
accused No.7 to 9 have established the company for purchase the
Government securities and the said company is unauthorised. It is
further alleged that accused No.10 who was chairman of Nagpur
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D.C.C.Bank was knowing that Home Trade Company was not
authorise for purchase of Government securities and thereby
instigated the original accused No.1 and thereby the accused No.1 and
10 by their collusion decided to purchase the Government Securities @
from unauthorised company i.e. Home Trade. Accordingly the U
accused No.6 issued letter on 29/01/2002 about the transfer of funds
from Nagpur D.C.C.Bank to Osmanabad D.C.C.Bank. Accordingly
Nagpur D.C.C.Bank deposited Rs.30/- crores in the account of
Osmanabad D.C.C.Bank at Maharashtra State Co-operative Bank
Mumbai. It is further the case of prosecution that the amount of Rs.
30/- crores was transferred in the account of M/S Home Trade Ltd.
Washi- New Mumbai and accordingly the amount of Rs.29,99,34,591/
is transferred in the account of Home Trade Company as alleged and
Home Trade Company issued contract notes to accused No.3 with
respect to Government Securities. It is also further alleged that the
accused No.7 issued a cheque as mentioned in the charge-sheet and
thus the prosecution also mentioning the charge-sheet that the accused
No.1 to 6 have not obtained any permission from Co-operative
Commissioner from obtaining deposits from D.C.C.Bank Nagpur and
it is alleged that the accused No.1 to 6 paid the amount of b
Rs.29,99,34,59/- for purchasing the government securities to Home
Trade by violating the rules and regulations of Reserve Bank of India
without obtaining any permission and thus cheated to D.C.C.Bank and
therefore the charge-sheet is filed against the present accused

applicant and others Under Section 218, 406,409, 420, 468, 471, 120
of LP.C.

3.  That, from the charge-sheet it is clear that the prosecution have
recorded the statement of near about 46 witnesses at the time of
investigation and their statements are on record.

4.  That, it is very material to note that there is no prima facie case
against the present accused applicant so as to frame the charge against
him.

5.  That, the Home Trade Company is a duly registered as per the
provisions of Securities and Exchange Board of India and there is
registration in the name of Home Trade Ltd. As per stock brokers and
Sub-brokers regulations 1992 and therefore on any count it cannot be
held that the company of accused No.7 Sanjay Agrawal namely Home
Trade is unauthorise in respect of transactions with respect to
Government securities and therefore the allegations of prosecutions
are baseless, irrelevant and the present accused No.7 and his Home
Trade Company cannot involved in this crime. As Home Trade Ltd.
Is registered as a Stock Broker and there is sufficient documentary
evidence to that effect. The Home Trade Company is a member of
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Stock Exchange Mumbai(B.A.C) Then National Stock Exchange and
Pune Stock Exchange (P.A.CE) Home Trade is registered with SEBI

#! " as Stock Broker mentioned as under :-

) a) BSE : INB 010624639
b) NSE : INB 230624638
c) PSE : INB 110624638

6. - That, if the contract notes about Government securities
are perused it is clearly mentioned as under :-

Brokerage has been charged as stated and has been at
rates not exceeding the official scale of brokerage and india
separately.

This contract is subject to the jurisdiction of the court in
Bombay.

In the event of any claim(whether admitted or not)
difference or dispute arising between you and me/us out of the
matter shall be referred to arbitration in Bombay as provided in
the Rules, Bye-Laws and Regulations of the N Exchange of
India Limited, Bombay.

An agreement between you and me all claims(whether admitted
or not) differences and dispute in respect of any dealing,
transactions and contract  prior or subsequent to the date of
this contract (including any question whether such dealing,
transactions or been entered into or not) shall be
submitted to and decided by Arbitration in Bombay as provided
in the Rules, Bye-Laws, Regulations of the National Stock '
Exchange of India Limited, Bombay.

Thus it is clear that the matter is purely of a civil nature
and in case of any dispute about the transaction the said dispute
is to be resolved by referring the matter to the Arbitration in
Bombay as provided in the rules, bye-laws and regulations of
the Stock Exchange of India Ltd. Bombay. Thus the delivery of
Government securities is purely a question of civil nature and
that cannot became the subject matter of criminal court and the
prosecution machinary have unnecessarily given the colour of
criminal nature and considering the contractual agreement the
dispute is within the jurisdiction of Bombay Court and it is
essential to refer to the Arbitrator and therefore the present
prosecution and against the accused applicant is unwarranted
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and baseless. Therefore all the allegations of criminal nature
cannot be proved even prima facie case and therefore the

accused applicant is entitled to discharge from the charges W
levelled against him.

7. That, if the F.LR. is perused there is no mentioned of
accused applicant or his company and therefore the accused
applicant is entitled to discharge. It is material to note that as

under :-

The alleged default on the Part of the Company and Criminal
Complaint :

During the period of 1999 to 2002, the Company issued
contract notes to the various parties including co-operative
banks in the capacity of NSE member for the Debt market
transactions. The company honoured its commitment of
delivering Government Securities from time to time. All these
transactions were principal to principal trade and were neither
reported to NSE nor routed through NSE terminal.

During April 2002 the company could.not give delivery
to few banks due to huge volatility in the Whole sale debt
market. Therefore on of the clients M/S Nagpur District Co-
Operative Bank registered a criminal complaint against the
company Under Section 218, 406,409, 420, 468, 471, 120 r/'w
34 of LP.C. The main charges against the company were.

1. The company fraudulently issued contract notes with
Respect to Debt Market Trades without being a member
of NSE.

2.  The Company instead of using funds for buying
Government securities diverted the funds for its own
business expansion expenditure thereby misappropriated
the amount received from the client.

3. The Company cheated its client by selling government
Securities without having the same in its stock (short

sale) on the date of issuance of contract notes.

The facts to be examined and evaluated.

A)  Inacouple of transactions the company issued contract
Notes as a member of the Pune Stock Exchange. Per se the
Pune Stock Exchange doesn’t deal in Government securities.
However, aggrieved party filed a complaint against the

|
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ok company in the Pune Stock Exchange for non delivery of the ]
Government securities for which consideration was already W‘j

I paid. All these trades were neither reported to nor routed
1 through PSE. However, since the Company was a member of
; PSE, the exchange took cognizance of the contract notes and

passed an arbitration award in favor of the complainant. This
established that merely non-routing and non-reporting of the
trades to the stock exchange doesn’t invalidate the contract
notes issued by the member. At the most, it can be treated as an
irregularity on the part of the member.

B)  The other important fact that there is considerable
difference in the debt market transactions per day volume
reported by NSE with the per day volume reported by Public
Debt Office (PDO) of RBI. The volume reported by RBI’s PDO
is higher than the volume reported by NSE. This indicates that
not all the trades relating to debt market were routed and
reported to NSE by its members. All these deals were a part of
‘off market trades’ or what is called as ‘C group trades’. Most
of these deals were. on principal to principal basis. These trades
were never invalidated and no action was taken against the
member for this violation or irregularity.

C)  Itis very important to understand the procedure and the
practice followed by the Brokers/ the company in execution and
completion of the debt market transactions.

. After receiving an enquiry from the client, the Company
used to send them quotation, clearly mentioning the
delivery period.

2. After getting confirmation from the client, the Company
used to issue deal confirmation to the client and get their
acknowledgment on the deal confirmation itself or by
separate letter, Once the deal was confirmed the company
issued contract note and party made the payment.

3. Based on the agreed delivery period and availability of
the securities, the company would book securities in
physical form from the banks at a competitive rate. Than
send the security for conversion to RBI in electronic form
(d-mat) or for split or for consolidation as per the
requirement of the contract note and terms of the trade.
Usually RBI take 30-45 days for conversion and spilt
/consolidation. Therefore to avoid any dispute, the
delivery period was agreed at the time of sending the
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quotation itself.

Most of the client with whom the Company used to deal,
preferred to have the securities in the physical form. Therefore
the company developed its niche in physical market. Normally,
in debt market, government securities in SGL(D-Mat) form
command premium compared to the same securities in physical
form. The profit margin would improve if one buys securities in
physical and sell/ deliver them after converting in SGL. Most of
the brokers/clients were well aware about this market practice
and the time lag involved in procurement and conversion.
Therefore, most of these deals were done without having
securities on hand. In most of the cases procurement was done
subsequent to deal confirmation and receipt of payment, which
was an acceptable market practice.

The Company’s credentials and track record.

The company was dealing in government securities since 1994-
95. The annual turn over of the Company in debt market used to
to be in thousand of crores. The company never defaulted on its
commitments. Most of the clients were dealing with the
company for more than 3-5 years. The company never had any
intention or motive to defraud the clients. If criminal complaint
would not have been filed against the company., it would have
honoured its commitments. Due to this criminal complaint,
company’s bank accounts and its officers were sealed this
forced the company to shut down its business operations.

Effect of NSE taking cognizance of the contract notes issued by
The Company.

1f the validity of contract notes is established the various
clauses mentioned in the contract notes will get invoked and
therefore all the matters per forced will be referred to the
arbitration committee of the NSE with jurisdiction being
Mumbai. This will ensure speedy redressal and recovery as
compare to civil cases. The most important facts are the
company heavily invested in the knowledge based assets
especially in information technology and intellectual properties.
The value of all these assets can be unlocked only with the
active co-operation and the help of the management., The
companies operating in the same segments and product line
enjoy a market capitalization of more than Rs.2000/- crores.
Thus if the assets of the company are well utilized it will
definitely help in the initiating the repayment process which is
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the ultimate aim of all the proceedings initiated against the

company. . 7
< Considering the above facts to be taken into »

consideration.

Thus in view of the observation made above it is clear that the
Prosecution cannot be continue against the accused No.7 and

Home Trade Company.

8. That, it is material to note that the following offences
Under Section 218, 406,409, 420, 468, 471, 120 of L.P.C. of the
Ingredient are not proved by the prosecution.

9. That, if the statement of the witnesses are taken into
consideration from the charge-sheet then it is evident that not a
single witnesses have mentioned any criminal acts of the
accused applicant. Thus this is dispute of Civil nature.

10.  That, even as per the provisions of Arbitration and
Conciliation Act 1996, SEBI Regulations Act, Company Act
1956 , it cannot be said that accused No.7 has committed any
criminal offence and therefore this is a fit case for discharge of
the accused applicant.

11.  That, if the charges levelled against the accused applicant
in the charge-sheet are considered and the ingredients of
offence taken into consideration then it is crystal clear that the
prosecution has failed to prove the ingredients of Under Section
218, 406,409, 420, 468, 471, 120 of 1.P. C. and therefore the
accused applicant is entitled to discharge.

12.  That, even if the annual report, audit report, balance sheet
or the relevant period are taken into consideration that will
clearly indicate that the accused applicant have no any malafide
intention. Therefore the accused applicant is entitle for
discharge.

13.  That, if the Section 239 of Cr.P.C. is perused which runs
as under :-

239. When accused shal] be discharged :- If upon considering
the Police report and the documents sent it under Section 173
and making such examination, if any, of the accused as the
Magistrate thinks necessary and after giving the prosecution
and the accused an opportunity of being heard, the Magistrate
considers the charge against the accused to be groundless, he
shall discharge the accused, and record his reasons for so doing.

The Hon’ble Court has got wide powers to discharge the
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accused when the defence establish that the charges levelled
against him are groundless.

14.  That, all other grounds which have not been specifically
mentioned herein will be advanced at the time of final hearing.

HENCE IT IS PRAYED

That, the application may kindly be allowed and the
accused applicant No.7 namely Sanjay Hariram Agrawal may
kindly be discharged against the charges Under Section 218,
406,409, 420, 468, 471, 120 of LP.C. levelled against him.

q’\{ 1) That one Mr Pawan Raje Nimbalkar the then Chairman of the
Osmanabad District Central Co-operative Bank had lodged a report
against ajSunil Kedar , the then Chairman of the Nagpur-District Central

~TCo-operative bank b) other responsible olfficers of Nagpur District
Central Cooperative Bank and c)the directors and other office bearers of
M/s Home Trade Limited , Mumbai . The said FIR was registered with
MRA Marg Police station at Mumbai.Subsequently the matter was
transferred to Economic Offences Wing ( EOW) CB CID UNIT 1 Mumbai
for further investigation.

2) In the meantime , Divisional Sub Registrar Shri B. P. Rathod ,
Cooperative Societies , Latur Maharastra State lodged the complaint with
the Senior Police Inspector , Osmanabad City Police Station and a case
vide C.R.No. 106/2002 under Section 406,409 ,420 and 34 of IPC was
registered against Shri Pawan Raje Nmabalkar , Shri Sunil Kedar , other
directors and office bearers of Osmanabad District Central Cooperative
Bank and Directors and office bearers of Home Trade limited, Mumbai .

3) Shri B P Rathod Divisional Sub Registrar in his report stated that Shri
Pawan Raje Nimbalkar , the then Chairman of the Osmanabad District
Central Cooperalive bank was solely responsible for the loss incurred to
the bank and he had connived with the Directors of Hometrade and
siphoned of Rs.30 crores.

4) The matter was investigated by Osmanabasl City Police Station and a
Charge Sheet was [filed under Section 218,406,420,468,471,120B and 34
of IPC against Shri Pawan Rajc Nimbalkar and others,
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5 )it has been alleged by the prosecution in the Charge Sheet that during the period 29.01.2000
to 08.05.2002 , Shri Pawan Raje Nimbalkar was the Chairman of Osmanabad District
Central Cooperative Bank . Shri Arun Jinrav Deshpande , Shri Vinayak
Digambar Malavade , Shri Harishchandra Kashinath Tambe , Shri
Shivaji Bhaurao More , Babu Nivarutti Thorat were occupying senior post
in the said bank. They entered into conspiracy with the applicant and
two other office bearers of M/s Hometrade Limited , Vashi, Navi Mumbai
. The office bearers of Hometrade Limited floated an unauthorized
company . Shri Sunil Kedar, the then Chairman of Nagpur District
Central Cooperative Bank knowing it fully well that Hometrade was not
the authorized Company to deal in government securities induced Pawan
Raje Nimbalkar to buy government sccurities through Home Trade
Limited , Mumbai. To facilitate this investment in government securities
the Nagpur District Cooperative Bank gave a fixed deposit of Rs 30 crores
to The Osmanabad District Cooperative Bank on 31st January ,2002 .
The said amount was transferred by NDCC (Nagpur bank).to ODCC (
Osmanabad Bank } from its account with Maharastra State Cooperative
Bank , Fort , Mumbai. The said amount of Rs30 crores was transferred
into the account number 73/4701 of ODCC ( Osmanabad Bank)with the
same branch of Maharashtra State Cooperative Bank, Fort, Mumbai .
During this period accused no 1 to 3 went to Mumbai and discussed with
accused number 7 to 9 of Home Trade Limited about investment in
Government Securities. It is alleged that after this discussion , on the
instruction of the accused no 1 to 3 accused no. 4 transferred Rs.30
crores on 01.02.2002 from the account of Osmanabad District Central
Cooperative Bank to the bank account of HomeTrade Ltd., Mumbai. Both
these accounts were maintained with Maharashtra State Cooperative
Bank , Fort Branch , Mumbai. The account no. of M/s Home Trade
Limited was 3A /17031. In this account the said amount was transferred
by way of telephone message sent by Osmanabad District Central Co-op.
Bank to Maharashtra State Co-op Bank, Fort Branch at Mumbai.

6) In the meantime , on 01.02.2002 , M/s Home Trade Ltd , Mumbali,
issued contract notes to Osmanabad District Central Coop Bank stating
that they have purchased government securities worth Rs
29,99,34,591/- . All these contract notes were issued and executed at
Mumbai. The differential between the amount received and the amount
utilized for the purpose of the purchase of the government securities was
refunded by Home Trade Ltd. by issuing account payee cheque for
Rs65,174.94 from its account with The Maharashtra State Co-op. Bank,
Fort Branch, Mumbai . The said cheque was issued in favour of ODCC (
Osmanabad District Central Co-op Bank). The same was encashed by
ODCC ( Osmanabad Bank) by depositing the same in their account with
Maharastra State Cooperative Bank in Mumbai on 5/02/2002.Thus both
the parties acted and accepted the transaction of government securities.
It is further alleged that on the same date i.e. on 01.02.2002 Home Trade
transferred Rs29,99,99,766/67 to Nagpur District Central Cooperative
Bank into their account no 101/5751 with Maharastra State Cooperative
bank , Fort Branch , Mumbai.

7) It is further alleged in the charge sheet that Home Trade issued false
contract notes to ODCC (Osmanabad Bank). It is alleged that on
20.04.2002 the accused no. 7, issued repayment cheque towards full
and final settlement for Rs30,89,07,975/- in the name of Osmanabad
District Central Coop Bank . The said cheque was issued from the bank
account no 3A/17031 of Home Trade with Maharashtra State
Cooperative Bank, Fort Branch, Mumbai. The said cheque was deposited
by the Osmanabad District Central Cooperative bank in to their Bank
account with Maharashtra State Cooperative Bank , Fort,Mumbai and
the said cheque was returned unpaid.

Thus the wrongful loss was caused to the Osmanabad Dirtrict Central
Cooperative bank by the accused persons by misappropriating the
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amount of Rs. 30 crores. Hence all the accused were charged under W
Section 28,406,420,468,471,120B and 34 of IPC.

8) That in view of the above mentioned factual aspect of the case the -
accused applicant humbly submits that no criminal case as alleged by

the prosecution is maintainable in this Honorable Court and no charge

can be framed against the accused applicant. Apart {rom this, the
accused submits the strong objection to the jurisdiction of this
Honorable Court and the maintainability of the case on the following
grounds :

a) As stated by the prosecution, the entire transaction is completed al
Mumbai and this fact is evident from the papers submitted by the
prosecution in the charge sheet and for this purpose it is necessary to
first consider the complaint lodged by Joint Registrar Cooperative having
office at Lathur dated 8th May 2002. In the said complaint it is
2 specifically mentioned that NDCC (Nagpur District Central Cooperative
@@, Bank) transferred the amount of Rs. 30 crores on 31st January 2002 in
@ he current account of ODCC( Osmanabad District Central Cooperative
\ @ank) which is in MSCB( Maharashtra State Cooperative Bank]), Fort
T Branch, at Mumbai. It may also be noted that both the account ol NDCC
i i’and ODCC where the funds were transferred from one account to the
j & 'l;i':'_other were at MSCB Bank, Fort Branch, at Mumbai. Thereafter , ODCC
> s 2¥(Osmanabad bank) on 1st February ,2002 |, transferred the
L/ EF Rs29,99,34,591 /- 0 Home Trade , Vashi, Mumbai in the MSOB bans
' ¢~ account of Hometrade in Mumbai. Even special auditor report from the
e charge sheet as per the Prosecution Document also reflects the same
position . Similarly , the first page of the Investigation Officer Mr
B.B.Reddy, also admitted that the entire transaction as alleged in the
charge sheet took place at Mumbai and this fact is further corroborated
by the report of the Deputy General Manager Mr. B. N. Thorat of ODCC ({
Osmanabad bank ). The papers from the Charge Sheet which included
the report of GM of ODCC { Osmanabad Bank) dated 5/02/2002 also

reflects the same position.

b} Even the papers , letters and correspondence by Home Trade Lid.
which are enclosed in the charge sheet also clearly establish the fact,
that the entire transaction took place at Mumbai. The contract note
issued by the Home Trade Ltd. to The Osmanabad District Central Co-op
Bank in respect of the Government Securities transactions also supports
that these contracts are subject to Jurisdiction of Courts in Mumbai. Not
only that , in the event of any claim of dispute , arising between the
parties , then the matter shall be referred to arbitration in Mumbai and I
this as per rules and bylaws and the regulations of the National Stock
Exchange of India itd., Mumbai. And these contract notes are also
included in the charge sheet . Even the Bank Ledger Accounts and
Extracts of ledger of the parties to the above transactions of their
accounts in MSCB Bank in Mumbai also reflects the above mentioned
position of the transaction being done in Mumbai.

c) Similarly in the Charge Sheet, the erstwhile Chairman Pawan Raje
Nimbalkar, has submitted application dated 29th April, 2002 addressed

to the Deputy Commissioner of Police , Economic Olfence Wing , Crime
Branch , CID Mumbai and in this application, he has specifically
mentioned the following material contents "As the facts indicate, most of
the events lcading to the filing of this complaint have been taken place in '
Mumbai. We have maintained a current account in Mumbai , as have
M/s Home Trade Ltd ., and the Nagpur DCC bank Ltd. The offence of
fraud and cheating have taken place in Mumbai and therefore we are
approaching your goodself. *
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d) Another material document submitted by the prosecution in the
charge sheet is the root map of the outflow of the money nnd this root
map clearly indicates that the entire transaction took place at
Maharashtra State Co-opecrative Bank Mumbai.

€) Similarly from the perusal of the charge sheet and statement of the
witnesses that is more particularly of Saheb Rao Patil and other
correspondence and papers , it is very clear that the transactions and the
offence alleged is took  place only at Mumbai and under such
circumstances as per the provisions of section 181 (4) and section 182(1)
, the Criminal Court at Osmanabad has no Jurisdiction to try the
present case.

f} It is pertinent to note that ODCC ( Osmanabad Bank) has given a fax
message to the Chief Officer of MSC Bank, Fort, Mumbai and thereby
instructed the said bank to dcbit the alleged amount and credit to the
account of Home Trade as mentioned ecarlier in their account at MSC
Bank ,Fort ,Mumbai. From this entry it is crystal clear thatl the amount
was paid by ODCC ( Osmanabad Bank ) at Mumbai and it was received
by Home Trade at Mumbai and therefore the alleged offence is not
committed at Osmanabad including the offences charged against the
present applicant . There is no representation at Osmanabad nor the l
entrustment of the property at Osmanabad at any point of time by the
present applicant and therefore with due respect, it is submitted that
this Honorable Court does not get any jurisdiction to entertain and
decide the present criminal case and it requires to be transferred at
Mumbai:

g) Home Trade Ltd Mumbai issued a letter to ODCC { Osmanabad Bank)
and thereby confirmed that it is holding the securities which were
purchased under the contract notes and also confirmed to ODCC (
Osmanabad bank) that the said securilies will be delivered as early as
possible to ODCC as they are received by Home Trade in physical form .
Thereafter ODCC decided to sell of the purchased securities without
taking the deliveries of the above securities and requested Hometrade
that the above amount of the same from the sale of the Government
Securities be given in form of cheque to them. The said cheque of Home
Trade was issued by Home Trade from there MSC Bank , Fort , Mumbai
and was deposited by ODCC in their MSC Bank , Fort , Mumbai. And
therefore the Honorable Court at Osmanabad has no jurisdiction to try
and decide the present case.

h) That in the meanwhile Home Trade Limited also refunded the surplus
amount paid by the Osmanabad Co-op. Bank to Home Trade for the
purchase of the Government Securities. The said amount was paid from
the Home Trade’s account with the Maharashtra State Co-op. Bank and
the same was received by the Osmanabad Co-op Bank into their account
with the Maharashtra State Co-op Bank at Mumbai., therefore also , this
Honorable Court has no jurisdiction to decide the present criminal case

1) As stated above as per the understanding between ODCC and Home
Trade, instead of Government Securities in physical form , ODCC
decided to sale those Government Securities and thus the
transactions were settled in monetary terms after selling the
securities and accordingly Home Trade acted upon the instructions of
the ODCC by issuing cheque to ODCC and ODCC acted upon the
same by accepting the cheques and depositing that into their bank
account with MSC Bank , Fort , Mumbai. And due to this reason ,
this Honorable Court has no jurisdiction to decide this present case.
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j) That the charges leveled against the present accused are improperly
leveled by the Prosecution and the same are required to be tried by the

Court at Mumbai .

k) That as per Section 181(4), any offence of Criminal Misappropriation
or Criminal Breach of Trust may be enquired into or tried by court within
whose local jurisdiction the offence was committed or any part of the
property which is the subject of the offence was received or retained , or
was required to be returned or accounted for , by the accused person.

) And as per 182(1) , the court within whose local jurisdiction, the
property was delivered by the person deceived or was received by the
accused person.

m)  After the careful reading of the above two sections and after
perusal of the Charge Sheet , this Honorable Court has no jurisdiction to
try and decide the present case.

8] That the present accused applicant was unnecessarily made accused
cveral cases at several places and the present accused applicant is
conversant with Marathi language in view of residence and mother
gue in Kolkata , West Bengal and unfortunately meanwhile the
afgused applicant was detained in jail at Surat and Wardha and
thy refore he was not having sufficient time to contact his advocate and

s J@#ourse of action. After release of the applicant from Wardha Jail , the
a@g}ﬂ accused applicant contacted his advocate and thereafter decided to file

M’ this application.

9) The present application is strongly supported by the provisions of
section 181{4) and section 182(1)} of Criminal Procedure Code and at the
conclusion and the end of the trial if this legal aspect is concluded then ,
the purpose of conducting the trail would be defeated and abuse of the
process of law would be avoided . And therefore this application is
submitted in the larger interest of the fair trial as well as to [ollow the
legal provision of law,

10) That all other grounds which have not been specifically mentioned in
this application will be advanced at the time of final hearing of this
application .

11) HENCE IT IS PRAYED:

a) that by invoking the provisions of section 181{4} and section 182(1) , of
Criminal Procedure Code ,1973 the Honorable Court may please pass the
order of Transfer of the Entire Present Case to the Competent Court at
Mumbai having jurisdiction to try the same by holding that this
Honorable Court has got no jurisdiction to entertain and decide the

present case .

b} that during the pendency of the decision of this application , the
further proceeding of this case be stayed .

c) to grant any other reliefl deemed [it and proper in the facts and
circumstances of the case

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ORDER BELOW EXH.529

In this case in all 10 accused are charge-sheeted for having
committed alleged offences of criminal conspiracy (S. 120-B IPC),
preparation of false record (S. 218 IPC), criminal breach of trust (S.
406 IPC), criminal breach of trust by banker (S. 409 IPC), cheating (S.
420 IPC), forgery for the purpose of cheating (S. 468 IPC) and using a
forged documents as genuine (S. 471 IPC) r/w. 34 IPC. Out of said
accused the accused Nos. 1, 2 and 6 have passed away and hence case

against them stood abated. When the matter was fixed for framing of

7 charge the accused No.7 has made this application Exh.529 with

following prayers -

a)  that by invoking the provisions of section 181(4) and section
182(1) of Criminal Procedure Code, 1973 the Honorable Court may
please pass the order of Transfer of the Entire Present Case to the
Competent Court at Mumbai having jurisdiction to try the same by
holding that this Honorable Court has got no jurisdiction to entertain
and decide the present case,

b)  that during the pendency of the decision of this application, the
further proceeding of this case be stayed,

¢)  to grant any other relief deemed fit and proper in the facts and

circumstances of the case.

2 Before dealing with the contentions raised in this

application the prosecution case may be briefly narrated as under -
That all ten accused have hatched a criminal conspiracy to

cheat the Osmanabad District Central Cooperative Bank Ltd.

Osmanabad ( for short “0.D.C.C. Bank” )for Rs. 30 crores. Deceased
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accused No.1 Pawanraje Nimbalkar was the Chairman of said ODCC
Bank whereas deceased accused No. 2 was the General Manager,
accused No.3 was the Chief Accountant, accused No.4 was Deputy
Chief Officer and accused No.5 was Chief Officer, Administration and
deceased accused No.6 was a Deputy General Manager of the said
ODCC Bank. Accused No.10 Sunil Kedar was the Chairman of Nagpur
Dist. Central Co-op. Bank Ltd., Nagpur (for short, “ the N.D.C.C.Bank”).

Accused Nos. 7 to 9 stated to be Directors of Home Trade Ltd., New

Mumbai, an unauthorized broker. There was a collusion between’

accused No.1 and 10 to purchase Government securities through the
said Home Trade. Thereafter on 31/1/2002 the N.D.C.C. bank got
credited their 30 crores as a deposit in the account of 0.D.C.C. bank
maintained with Maharashtra State Cooperative Bank Ltd. Mumbai.
Then on 1/2/2002 the accused No.4, Deputy Chief Officer of
0.D.C.C.Bank, at the instance of accused No.1 and 3, unauthorizedly
got credited the said 30 crores in the account of said Home Trade Ltd.
for purchasing Government securities and on the same day Home
Trade Ltd. got credited an amount of Rs. 29,99,99,766-67 ps. in the
account of N.D.C.C.Bank with the Maharashtra State Co-operative
Bank Ltd. Mumbai. Thus it is the case of prosecution that deceased
accused No.1, Chairman of 0.D.C.C.Bank and accused No.2 to 6 being
main officer bearers of the said bank, without having prior permission
from the Commissioner, Cooperative Societies, accepted a deposit of
Rs. 30 crores from N.D.C.C.Bank and in violation of R.B.I. directions
paid sum of Rs. 29,99,34,591/- to Home Trade for Government
securities. Thus all accused, in furtherance of their common intention,
have committed offences punishable under sections 120(B), 218, 406,
409, 420, 468, 471 1/w. 34 of L.P.C.
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3 At the relevant time ODCC Bank, NDCC Bank and Home
Trade were having their respective accounts with Maharashtra State
Cooperative Bank Ltd., Fort, Mumbai (Apex Bank). The aforesaid
transaction of 30 crores initially from the account of NDCC Bank to the
account of ODCC Bank, transferring said amount from ODCC Bank
account to the bank account of the Home Trade and again transferring
said amount from the account of Home trade to the account of NDCC
Bank, have taken place in the said Apex Bank. According to
prosecution, Home Trade has issued contract notes to the ODCC Bank
stating that they have purchased Government securities worth Rs.

29,99,34,591/-. For difference amount of 65409/- the Home Trade had

issued cheque in the name of ODCC Bank which was encashed.

4 In this application Exh. 529 the accused No.7 has
contended that as per prosecution story ODCC Bank and Home Trade
had acted and accepted transaction of Government securities and even
contract notes were issued at Mumbai. The said cheque of Rs. 65174/-
(it should be Rs. 65409/-) was deposited by ODCC Bank in their
account with Apex Bank at Mumbai. According to accused No.7, in
view of above factual aspects of the case no criminal case as alleged is
maintainable in this Court and no charge can be framed against him. It
is further contended that the aforesaid contract notes are subject to
Jurisdiction of Court in Mumbai. As per said notes any dispute arising
between parties should be referred to Arbitration in Mumbai. Even the
deceased accused No.l in his written complaint dt. 29/4/2002
addressed to Deputy Commissioner of Police, Economic Office Wing,
Crime Branch, CID, Mumbai, had alleged that events leading to filing

of that compliant have taken place in Mumbai. There was no
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representation at Osmanabad nor there was any entrustment of
properties at Osmanabad at any point of time by accused No.7. It is
also contended that ODCC Bank had decided to sell the purchased
securities without taking the delivery and requested Home Trade to
issue cheque of the sale proceeds of the securities. The said cheque
was issued by Home Trade from the Apex Bank, Mumbai and it was
deposited by ODCC Bank in that Bank. The aforesaid difference
amount Rs. 65174/-by cheque was paid from the account of Home
Trade with the Apex Bank, Mumbai and same was received by ODCC

Bank in their account with Apex Bank, Mumbai.

5 According to accused No.7, in the above facts and
circumstances of the prosecution case the charges leveled against him
are improper and the same are required to be tried by the Court at
Mumbai and this court has no jurisdiction to try and decide the
presence case. The case, therefore, requires to be transferred to
Mumbai in view of Sections 181(4) and 182(1) Cr.P.C. Accused No. 7
has also contended that since he has raised the point of jurisdiction it

should be decided first.

6 Ld. APP. has filed say at Exh. 534 and opposed this
application, contending that the ODCC Bank by issuing their letter dt.
29/1/2002 from their office in Osmanabad showed their willingness to
accept Rs. 40 crores as deposit from NDCC Bank. It is also contended
that looking to the prosecution case, statements of witnesses and
documents collected the offences in question have taken-place at
different places i.e. Osmanabad, Nagpur and Mumbai and therefore in

view of Section 178 Cr.P.C. the Court at said places have got
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Jurisdiction to entertain and try the case. It is further contended that
this application is made with a view to prolong the matter as accused
No.7 had never raised the plea of jurisdiction in his discharge
application Exh.407 which has been disposed of by order dated
7/8/2013. Lastly it is contended that this Court has very much

jurisdiction to try the case.

7 In addition to the contentions raised in this application the
Ld. Adv. Shri.M.S.Patil for accused No.7 has submitted that deceased
accused No.1 had filed written complaint dt. 29/4/2002 with Mumbai
Police as it was proper place for lodging FIR inasmuch as offences in
question were committed in Mumbai. He further submitted that even
as per prosecution case accused Nos.1 to 3 and Directors of Home
Trade had discussed transaction in Hotel Oberai, Mumbai. It is also
submitted that contract notes allegedly issued on behalf of Home Trade
have clarified that dispute would be subject to jurisdiction in Mumbai.
In the submission of Ld. Adv. for accused No.7, the said clause of
jurisdiction would also make it clear that the parties have agreed on
the point of jurisdiction. The entire episode had taken place at Mumbai
and therefore there was no entrustment at all in Osmanabad. Relying
on Ss. 181(4) and 182(1) Cr.P.C. Ld. Adv. has submitted that it is

Court at Mumbai that got jurisdiction to try the case.

8 Per contra, Ld. APP has submitted that the transaction
started when deceased accused No.l talked to accused on phone.
ODCC Bank issued letter dt. 29/1/2002 from Osmanabad to NDCC
Bank, Nagpur for accepting deposit. In Mumbai, only the transaction of

transfer of amount took place.
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9 When the question of jurisdiction is raised it must be
decided before the commencement of trial. Chapter XIII Cr.P.C. deals
with the jurisdiction of the criminal Courts in inquiries and trials. U/s.
177 Cr.P.C. “ Every offence shall ordinarily be inquired into and tried in
a Court within whose jurisdiction it was committed.” The word
“ordinarily” in S. 177 means except in the cases provided in other
sections to the contrary. Use of the word “ordinarily” indicates that the
provision in S. 177 is a general one and must be subject to the special
provisions contained in the Code. In_K. Bhaskaran V/s. Sankaran

(1999 (7) SCC 510) the Apex Court observed in para 12 that, the rule

that every offence shall be tried by a court within whose jurisdiction it
was committed, is not an unexceptional or unchangeable principle.
Section 177 itself has been framed by the legislature thoughtfully by
using the precautionary word “ordinarily” to indicate that the rule is
not invariable in all cases. Section 178 of the Code suggests that if
there is uncertainty as to where, among different localities, the offence
would have been committed the trial can be had in a court having
jurisdiction over any of those localities. The provision has further
widened the scope by stating that in case where the offence was
committed partly in one local area and partly in another local area the

court in either of the localities can exercise jurisdiction to try the case.

10 In the instant case, admittedly ODCC Bank is having its
head office in Osmanabad town from where the transaction started
when that bank sent a letter dt. 29/1/2002 to NDCC Bank whereby it
showed its readiness to accept Rs. 40 crores from NDCC Bank on
interest @ 10 % per annum. Prosecution comes out with a case that

there was conspiracy to cheat the ODCC Bank and due to offences in
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question that bank suffered wrongful loss to the extent of Rs. 30 crores.
After deposit of 30 crores from the account of ODCC Bank in the
account of Home Trade the contract notes for Government securities
worth Rs. 29,99,34,591/- stated to be issued. For remaining Rs.
65409/- the Home Trade issued a cheque to ODCC Bank which was
then encahshed and credited in the account of ODCC Bank. It further
appears that since the O.D.C.C. Bank did not receive RBI receipts of
Government securities from Home Trade the accused No.l was
insisting on Home Trade to return the amount. Accordingly, Home

Trade issued a cheque of Rs. 30,89,07,975/-for returning amount to

o8 the O.D.C.C. Bank. But that cheque was dishonored. It further appears

S _:/ that the Home Trade never issued Government securities, it only issued
i contract notes.

11 It further appears from prosecution case that on 1/2/2002

accused No.8 got credited Rs. 29,99,99,766-67 ps from the above 30
crores received, to the account of N.D.C.C. Bank. According to
prosecution, Home Trade has issued a false receipt to O.D.C.C. Bank,
that the Home Trade is unauthorized company dealing in Government
securities and that accused No.7 to 9 are its directors. Rs. 30 crores
received from N.D.C.C. Bank by ODCC Bank hurriedly got transferred
in the account of Home Trade who, in turn, immediately transferred to
N.D.C.C. Bank and according to prosecution, this is nothing but a
misappropriation of huge amount of Rs. 30 crores by the Chairman and
Bank Officers of O.D.C.C. Bank and all accused have committed

criminal conspiracy for misappropriation etc.

12 It further appears that the Investigating Officer has issued
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notice under section 102 Cr.P.C. to freeze the said 30 crores which
went in the account of N.D.C.C. Bank as it is a “stolen property” within
the meaning of section 410 Cr.P.C. The N.D.C.C. Bank tried to contend
that amount received from Home Trade was exclusively belongs to
them as it was a sale proceed of their Government securities sold by
Home Trade. But this contention ‘was not accepted by the Honble
Bombay High Court while disposing of N.D.C.C. Bank's Criminal Writ
Petition No.3/2005, disposed of on 13/3/2013 wherein Hon'ble High
Court has observed that primarily, the said amount belong to 0.D.C.C.
Bank which has been illegally transferred to the account of N.D.C.C.

Bank. Further, it does not appear that prior to investment of 30 crores

through Home Trade in Government securities the O.D.C.C. Bank

approved it in the meeting of Board of Directors. On 08/02/2002 a*
meeting of Board of Directors of O.D.C.C. Bank was held only for the
purpose of discussion on the audit of 1999 to 2001 conducted by
NABARD Bank as per Agenda of that meeting. The prosecution
witnesses have told before Investigating Officer that in the said meeting
except said subject on Agenda there was no discussion on any subject.
According to prosecution, though there was discussion on the said sole
subject in that meeting the accused Nos. 1 to 6 have prepared a false
proceeding of meeting and it was tried to show that in the said meeting
the subject of deposit of Rs. 30 crores by N.D.C.C.Bank and investment
of that amount in Government securities through Home Trade was
discussed and the said meeting has approved it. In the proceeding of
that meeting it was also written that the said subject was proposed by
the director Shivaji Gadhve and another director Uttamrao Tekale
supported it and finally that resolution No.2 was passed. However, the

said two directors have stated before 1.0. that on 08/02/2002 there
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was only one subject discussed in the meeting, however, their names
have been shown in the proceeding for approval of said investment and
it is not correct. According to prosecution, one Yashwant Parshsuram
Giri, District Deputy Registrar, Co-operative Societies, Osmanabad also
attended said meeting dated 8/2/2002 as a Government
representative. He also stated before 1.O. that in the said meeting after

discussion on the inspection of NABARD was over he left the meeting.

13 Further case of prosecution is that again by writing false
proceeding of the Board of Directors' meeting dated 11/3/2002 of
0O.D.C.C. Bank it was tried to show that the directors have approved the
investment of 30 crores in the Government securities through Home
Trade. The resolution to that effect stated to be proposed by the
director Subhash More and supported by another director Rahul Mote.
But these two directors have stated before 1.0. that in the meetings on
8/2/2002 and 11/3/2002 there was no subject of investment through

Home Trade but their names are falsely shown in the proceeding book.

14 One Nayumkhan Pathan is Junior Officer of O.D.C.C.
Bank. He stated before 1.O. that the proceeding of above meeting
dated 8/2/2002 was written by accused No.5 who was Chief Officer of
administration of O.D.C.C. Bank, that the accused No.5 got typed that
proceeding from the typist Shri. Shaikh and it was kept in the meeting
of 11/3/2002 and it was approved. The approved subjects then got
written by accused No.5 from said Nayumkhan who then written it in
the proceeding register which was then signed by deceased accused
Nos. 1 and 6. This witness also stated that he has written proceeding

at the instance of accused No.5 and the alleged resolution of
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11/3/2002 about investment of 30 crorers.

15 Thus, according to prosecution, every accused in this case
has played important role while committing offences in question. At
the relevant time the accused No.10 was Chairman of N.D.C.C. Bank.
As per audit report of O.D.C.C. Bank on the basis of which present
complaint was filed by Divisional Joint Registrar, Co-operative
Societies, Latur, there were irregularities committed by 0.D.C.C. Bank
as previous sanction from competent authority was not obtained, that
the bank did not verify whether Home Trade was authorized broker or
not, that the bank was not having knowledge of members of Home
Trade, no correspondence or agreement were made with Home Trade,
that it was not verified whether Home Trade was a firm having RBI
sanction, that the directives of RBI were not followed before making
investment and RBI receipts have not been obtained from the Home
Trade and thus, according to Auditor, the transaction of investment is

illegal.

16 Section 178 Cr.P.C. provides for four contingencies -

(1) When it is uncertain in which of several local areas an
offence is committed ;

(2) where an offence is committed partly in one local area
and partly in another ;

(3) where an offence is a continuing one, and continues to
be committed in more local areas than one; and

(4) where an offence consists of several acts done in different

local areas.
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In any of the above four cases the offence may be inquired

into or tried by a Court having jurisdiction over any of such local area.

17 Prosecution witness Sahberao Manikrao Patil was Junior
Officer of O.D.C.C. Bank at the relevant time. In his statement under
section 161 Cr.P.C. he stated that on 30/1/2002 accused No. 3
V.D.Malvade, Chief Accountant of O.D.C.C. Bank, had asked him to
prepare list of deposits with Maharashtra State Co-operative Bank
Mumbai. Accordingly, he prepared that list, collected receipts, cheques
etc. at the instance of accused No.3 and both of them went to Mumbai
by Car. In the guest house at Kulaba of said Maharashtra State Co-
operative Bank there was accused No.l. Thereupon accused No.1, 3
and said witness Sahebrao Patil immediately went to hotel Oberai, met
Subodh Bhandari i.e. accused No. 8 and other persons of Home Trade.
There accused No.l discussed with them about purchase of
Government securities and thereafter they all came to the Maharashtra
State Co-operative Bank. Sahebrao Patil then at the instance of
accused No.1 made inquiry with the bank officers. On 1/2/2002 in
Mumbai accused Nos. 1, 3, witness Sahberao Patil, accused No.8 and
others of Home Trade found that 30 crores of N.D.C.C. Bank were
credited in the account of O.D.C.C. Bank. Thereupon there was
discussion between accused Nos.l and 3 about the purchase of
Government securities. Thereafter, they have contacted accused No.4
(Deputy Chief Officer of 0.D C.C. Bank) on phone and asked him to
send telephone message to the Maharashtra State Co-operative Bank
for transferring aforesaid 30 crores in the account of Home Trade.

Accordingly accused No.4 from ODCC Bank in Osmanabad sent

message whereupon that amount_went in the account of Home Trade.
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That time accused Nos. 8 and others of Home Trade, accused No.1 and
3 discussed about purchase of Government securities. Witness
Sahebrao Patil then at the instance of accused No.1 went to the office
of Home Trade at Washi for collecting receipts. The value of
Government securities was 29,99,34,591/-. For remaining Rs. 65409/-
the Home Trade issued a cheque to 0.D.C.C. Bank. That cheque was

then encashed and credited in the account of 0.D.C.C. Bank.

18 Thus, sending message by accused No.4 from ODCC Bank
in Osmanabad was one of the series of acts of offences in question. As
per sections 182(1) Cr.P.C. the Court from whose local jurisdiction
such message is received gets jurisdiction to enquire into and try the
case. Therefore this Court has got jurisdiction to inquire into and try

the case.

19 It may also be pointed out that a Court gets jurisdiction to
try the case of criminal breach of trust or misappropriation if within the
local jurisdiction of that Court any part of the property which is the
subject of offence was received or retained, or was required to be
returned or accounted for, by the accused person. This is provided in
S. 181(4) Cr.P.C. which reads as under -

“ Any offence of criminal misappropriation or of criminal

breach of trust may be inquired into or tried by a Court

within whose local jurisdiction the offence was committed

or any part of the property which is the subject of the

offence was received or retained, or was required to be

returned or accounted for, by the accused person.”

(emphasis supplied)
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20 It appears from investigation papers that since ODCC Bank
did not receive RBI receipts of Government securities from Home Trade
that bank issued letters from time to time to Home Trade. The Home
Trade then sent letters to ODCC Bank that securities and receipts
would be sent as soon as received by it. However no receipts of
securities were sent. Therefore, the deceased accused No.1 was
insisting on Home Trade to return the amount to the bank.
Accordingly Home Trade issued a cheque of Rs. 30,89,07,975/- for

returning that amount to the bank. But that cheque was dishonored.

21 Thus, it appears from the prosecution case that ODCC

Bank was insisting on accused Nos. 7 to 9, Directors of Home Trade, to

return their money to their ODCC Bank in Osmanabad office or it be
accounted for. That money is the subject of the offences in question.
Home Trade was making correspondence and even intended to return
money by sending cheques to the office of ODCC in Osmanabad.
Therefore, Section 181(4) Cr.P.C., in fact, assists the contention of

prosecution that this Court has jurisdiction to try this case.

22 It may also be pointed out that if the offence or offences
committed by several persons are such that they may be charged with
and tried together by virtue of provisions of S. 223 Cr.P.C. the offences
may be enquired into or tried by any Court competent to enquired into
or try any of the offences as provided in S. 184 Cr.P.C. Section 223 (e)
Cr.P.C. reads as under -

“The following persons may be charged and tried

together, namely :-
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14 R.C.C.No. 398/2002.
State/Pawanraje & Others
(e) persons accused of an offence which includes
theft, extortion, cheating, or criminal misappropriation,
and persons accused of receiving or retaining, or
assisting in the disposal or concealment of,
property possession of which is alleged to have
been transferred by any such offence committed
by the first named persons, or of abetment
of or attempting to commit any such last named

offence ;”

23 Thus, in the instant case considering the prosecution case
and above quoted S. 223(e) Cr.P.C. this Court has jurisdiction to try the

case.

24 Further it may also be pointed out that u/s. 179 Cr.P.C. a
person accused of the commission of an offence is triable by the Court
within the local limits of whose jurisdiction the act amounting to
offence has been done or the consequence of that act has ensued. In
the instant case, according to prosecution, due to offences in question it
is the ODCC Bank having its main/head office in Osmanabad has
suffered wrongful loss to the extent of Rs. 30 crores. Thus, the
consequences of offences stated to be ensued in Osmanabad i.e. within
the local jurisdiction of this Court. On this count also this Court has

got jurisdiction to try the case.
25 Ld. Adv. for accused No. 7 placed heavy reliance on the

written complaint which was lodged by deceased accused No.1 with

Mumbai Police. But because of that complaint the jurisdiction of this

Court cannot be ousted.

26 Thus, considering all aspects of the matter with regard to
the jurisdiction of the Court I am of the opinion that there is no merit

in this application. Hence the following order.

2. It is contended that the present criminal proceeding
arises out of set of commercial transactions between Osmanabad

Hence she has argued to drop
or alter .- the antithetical charges under Sec. 406 and 420 of IPC
and further to recommence the trial after amending the charges. In
support of her contentions, she relied upon the following judgments
of Hon’ble Supreme Court of India and Honble Bombay High
Court :

9. On the contrary learned APP Shri. Shevalkar for the

State has argued in the line his say given to the present application.

10. Considering rival submissions of both sides and perusing
entire available material on record it appears that accused No. 7 has
filed present application for alteration of charges. There are two
grounds taken for pressing the prayer for alteration of said charges.
The first ground is that Prosecution's case demonstrates that the
underlying transactions were commercial in nature involving
purchase and sale of Government Securities and issuance of cheques
for amounts allegedly due. Therefore the allegations, at the best
make out a claim for recovery of money, which is enforceable
through civil remedies and not through prosecution under the penal
code. The second ground is that the charges framed under Sections
406 and 420 of IPC are antithetical and cannot co-exist, thereby
violating the most basic principles of criminal jurisprudence and
causing irreparable prejudice to the accused from the very inception
of the trial and has led to complete failure of justice. To deal with

both the above objections, it is necessary to look into the

prosecution story. The prosecution case, in short, is that all the ten
accused have hatched the criminal conspiracy to cheat the ODCC
Bank for Rs. 30 crore. At the relevant time deceased accused No. 1
was the Chairman of ODCC Bank while accused No. 10 was the
Chairman of the NDCC Bank. There was a collusion between
accused 1 and 10 to purchase Government securities to HTL, an
unauthorized broker. Thereafter on 31.01.2002 the NDCC Bank got.
credited its 30 crore as a deposit in the account of ODCC Bank
maintained with the Maharasthra State Co-Operative Bank Ltd.,
Mumbai. Then the ODCC Bank unauthorizedly credited the said
amount of Rs. 30 crores in the account of HTL for purchasing
Government Securities. Officer bearers of HTL then issued false
oankmd,notzs of Government Securities worth Rs. 29,99,34,591/- to
the officer of ODCC Bank and on the same day the HTL got credited
an amount of Rs. 29,99,99,766.67 Ps. in the account of NDCC Bank
with the Maharasthra State Co-Operative Bank Ltd., Mumbai. The
HTL also issued false receipts of Rs. 29,99,34,591/- for the
purchasing Government Securities and delivered it to the officer of
ODCC Bank. On the same day i.e. on 01.02.2002 office bearer of
HTL transferred Rs. 29,99,99,766.67 Ps in the account of NDCC
Bank towards alleged sale proceeds of the Government Securities. It
is further alleged that in the meeting held on 08.02.2002 of the
Board of Directors of the ODCC Bank there was no discussion on the
purchase of Government Securities from HTL and even then on the
proceeding register wrong entry was made to the effect that there

was resolution for purchasing Government Securities and the Board

of Directors have unanimously resolved to purchase Government
Securities and that proceeding was signed by accused No. 1, 2 and
6. Thus it is the case of prosecution that deceased accused No. 1,
Chairman of ODCC Bank and accused Nos. 2 to 6 being main office
bearers of the said bank, without having prior permission from the
Commissioner, Co-Operative Society, accepted deposit of Rs. 30
crore from NDCC Bank and in violation of RBI directions paid some
of Rs. 29,99,34,591/- to HTL for Government Securities. Hence
considering the prosecution case the Learned Predecessor of the

Court has framed the charges against the accused vide Exh. 641

11. Perusal of record further shows that the charges have
been framed against the accused on 08.05.2014 vide Exh. 641.
Perusal of record shows that the charge for the offence punishable
under Sec. 120B of IPC has been framed all the accused, charges for
the offences punishable under Sec. 409,468 and 471 1/w 34 of IPC
have been framed against accused No. 3 t0 5, charges for the
offences punishable under Sec. 406,468,471, r/w Sec. 34 of IPC
have been framed against accused No. 7 to 9 and the charge for the
offence punishable under Sec. 420 r/w 34 of IPC has been framed
against accused No. 3 to 5 and 7 to 10. Hence it appears that
accused No. 7 is charged with an offences punishable under Sec.

406,468,471,420 r/w Sec.34 of IPC and Sec. 120B IPC.

12. It is to be noted that before framing of charge, on
25.03.2008 the accused No. 7 i.e. present accused had filed an
application vide Exh. 407 for discharge under Sec. 239 of Cr.RC. In
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9 R.C.C. No. 398/2002
State Vs. Pawan and Oths.
Order below Exh.953

the said application, alongwith other grounds, the accused had also
taken ground that the transaction is purely civil in nature and not
subject matter of Criminal Code. Further in view of order passed on
the said application alongwith other two applications dt.
07.08.2017, the application for discharge came to be rejected.
Hence from t]flbj'l'gt becomes clear that the application for discharge

filed by accused No. 7 has been rejected by the court.

13. It is also important to mentionn  here that before
framing of charges the learned APP for State had filed draft of
proposed charges vide Exh. 583 on 13.03.2014 and thereby prayed
to frame the charges for the offences punishable under Sec. 120(b),
409,420,406,468 and 471 r/w Sec. 34 of IPC. Further it is to be
noted that the accused No. 7 had filed written submissions at Exh.
606 on the said draft of proposed charges. Perusal of said written
submission on the draft of proposed charges filed by accused No. 7
vide Exh. 606 shows that he had specifically mentioned therein that
the provisions of Sec. 406 of IPC cannot invoke as the main
ingredients required to attract the provisions of Sec. 405 and 406 of
IPC are completely missing in the transaction under consideration.
Further it was specifically mentioned in the said submissions that
accused cannot be tried for the offences of cheating under Sec. 420
of IPC and Criminal Breach of Trust under Sec. 406 of IPC in the
same trial. Sec. 406 and 420 of IPC cannot be applied
simultaneously. Further there is no prima facie case against the
accused under Sec. 406 r/w 34 and / or under Sec. 420 r/w 34 of

IPC. Perusal of record further shows that the learned predecessor of

this court has passed detailed order below Exh. 1 on 06.05.2014. In !
the said order the court has considered all the written and oral

Further the contentions of the accused No. 7 that charges cannot be 7 :"
framed under Sec. 406 and 420 of IPC simultaneously, as well as : :-4 *:;
the contention that the nature of transaction is civil which is given o
an criminal color, have been considered in detail by the court before Crda
framing of charges and only after considering all the objections

taken by the present accused and other accused, the court, after

passing detailed order in that regard below Exh. 1 on 06.05.2014,

framed the charges against the accused below Exh. 641. Hence from

the record it becomes clear that before framing of charge, all the

accused were given an opportunity of hearing as required by Sec.

240 of Cr.BC. and thereafter the charges have been framed against

the accused.

14. Perusal of record further shows that charges have been
framed against the accused on 08.05.2014. Thereafter prosecution
has examined in all 22 witnesses till date. The matter is at its fag
ond. Further it is also important to mention here that as per the
directions of Hon'ble Supreme Court of India this matter is required
to be disposed of on or before 30" November, 2025. At this stage,
the accused No. 7 has filed present application for alteration of
charges. However as discussed hereinabove, both the objections of
the accused have been thoroughly considered by the predecessor of
this court before framing of charges itself and thereafter only

charges have been framed against the accused. Hence it appears

that only to prolong the present matter, which is time bound by the

15. Apart from this, if the application is considered on its
own merits, then it appears that the accused has filed application for
alteration of charges on two grounds as discussed hereinabove. As
per the contention of the accused Prosecution's case demonstrates
that the underlying transactions were commercial in nature
involving purchase and sale of Government Securities and issuance
of cheques for amounts allegedly due. The second ground is that
charges framed under Sections 406 and 420 of IPC are antithetical
and cannot co-exist. In support of his contentions, accused has
relied upon various authorities of Hon’ble Apex Court and Hon’ble
Bombay High Court. T have gone to the said authorities minutely
and carefully. In view of ratio laid down by the Hon’ble Apex Court
in the above said authorities relied upon by the accused, it becomes
clear that there is distinction between the ingredients required to
constitute both the offences i.e. offence of cheating and offence of
criminal breach of trust. Both the offences are independent and
distinct. The two offences cannot coexist simultaneously in the same
set of facts. Further there is no doubt that the ratio laid down by the
Hon'ble Apex and Hon'ble Bombay High Court is binding upon this
court. However, with great respect, it is necessary to mention here
that the facts of the above said authorities and the facts of the
matter in hand are totally different. Hence the ratio laid down by

the Hon’ble Apex Court is not helpful to the accused in the present

matter. In the present matter the prosecution case of scam of Rs. 30
crores by the Chairman and Bank Officers of the O.D.C.C. Bank and

other accused, is based on peculiar facts and circumstances as stated

hereinabove. On account of the nature of the acts or series of acts
alleged against the accused, it is doubtful as to which of the several
offences, the facts which may be proved will constitute and
therefore in my opinion, by taking recourse of provision of Section
221 Cr.RC., it was necessary to frame both the charges under Sec.

406 and 420 of IPC. Therefore said section is extracted as under :

221. Where it is doubtful what offence has been

committed. -

(1) If a single act or series of acts is of such a nature that it is
doubtful which of several offences the facts which can be proved
will constitute, the accused may be charged with having
committed all or any of such offences, and any number of such
charges may be tried at once; or he may be charged in the
alternative with having committed some one of the said offences.

(2) If in such a case the accused is charged with one offence, and
it appears in evidence that he committed a different offence for
which he might have been charged under the provisions of sub-
section (1), he may be convicted of the offence which he is shown
10 have committed, although he was not charged with it.
Hlustrations

(4) A is accused of an act which may amount to theft, or receiving
stolen property, or criminal breach of trust or cheating. He may be
charged with theft, receiving stolen property, criminal breach of
(rust and cheating, or he may be charged with having committed
theft, or receiving stolen property, or criminal breach of trust or
cheating.

(h) In the case mentioned, A is only charged with theft. It appears
that he committed the offence of criminal breach of trust, or that
of receiving stolen goods. He may be convicted of criminal breach
of trust or of receiving stolen goods (as the case may be), though
he was not charged with such offence.

(¢) A states on oath before the Magistrate that he saw B hit C with

: ofz BNSS amply clarifies the position. Hence considering the peculiar

facts dnd circumstances of the prosecution case the charges have
been framed against the accused. It is also important to mention
here that nothing has been brought on record by the accused No. 7
to show that due to the framing of both the charges under Sections
406 and 420 of IPC, actual prejudice has been caused to the accused
in taking defence. On the contrary if eventually both the offences
are made out of distinct and separate transactions, then prosecution
will be prejudice if one of the cha;gige is dropped. Hence in view of
above discussion, I do not find it proper to drop or alter the charges
and recommence the trial as prayed by the accused No. 7. There is
no merit in the application for alteration of charge and therefore
application is liable to be rejected. Accordingly I pass the following
order.
ORDER
Application filed by accused No. 7 below Exh. 953 is rejected.
